same date.

e Mosquito collections started on June 4™ this year, and testing began the week of June 14",

e Mosquito batches were submitted from all 14 counties in Vermont. In total, 11 different
mosquito species were collected and tested for WNV and EEE, including: Aedes cinereus,
Aedes vexans, Anopheles punctipennis, Anopheles quadrimaculatus, Coquillettidia
perturbans, Culiseta melanura, Culiseta morsitans, Culex pipiens/restuans, Ochlerotatus
canadensis, Ochlerotatus japonicus, and Ochlerotatus trivittatus.

e The data in the above table includes the number of pools that have been tested and the

results finalized.
